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I.  EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
UNDP has provided a comprehensive support to Government in addressing unemployment, which is one of the gravest problem both at the policy and service provision level. A pilot employment generation programme, which targeted the socially excluded have informed the national policy framework for Active Labour Market Measures (ALMMs). Special consideration has been given to assessing the needs, ways and manners for deepening the assistance to labour market institutions with a view to improve their performance in designing and implementing ALMMs. The external evaluation of the impact of ALMMs confirmed the value of such measures for the better integration of vulnerable groups and underlined the importance of the training as a way to provide the necessary work-force skills to the labour market

In the reporting period UNDP supported the Government in rolling out the decentralization process and promoting the application of the good governance principles, with interventions targeting the  national and the  local level. At national level UNDP contributed to the development of some key laws, policies and in-depth assessments, instrumental not only to wrap up the legal framework, but also to encourage local level development and partnerships. UNDP also provided strategic advice to the government with regards to the main obstacles, remaining challenges and needed policy actions for deepening and fulfilling the decentralization reform, which were reflected in the Government programme for the Implementation of Decentralization 2008-2010. 

At the same time, UNDP played critical role in support to local government units in strengthening their institutional and human resource capacities that that would enable them to competently and efficiently take over transferred mandates and improve good governance practices. A comprehensive training support concept was supported in the 2005-2009 CPD period and MDGs were promoted through local development planning processes.   Local level interventions also enabled local government units to explore the ways and means for more efficient public service provision and supported equitable regional development initiatives. Good governance practices were supported through developing a complex platform of actions for promoting integrity among local government officials, improving transparency, but also empowering civil society to seek the accountability of local officials. In these efforts, UNDP has closely collaborated with the Ministry of Local Self-government, the Ministry of Finance, other line ministries, the National Association of Municipalities and  municipal authorities. Close collaboration with HABITAT experts and UNICEF projects has been developed at several occasions on particular projects.  
UNDP contributed to an important progress made by the country in addressing environmental challenges especially through the support provided to national institutions in fulfilling their commitments towards the ratified global environmental conventions. National Communications on Climate Changes adopted by the Government in November 2008 provide a strategic framework for actions and measures that need to be undertaken in order to adapt the agriculture, water, forestry and other vulnerable sectors to the impact of the climate change, as well as the one that decrease the level of the GHG emissions. Comprehensive policy support for the establishment of a legal and institutional framework for the implementation of the Kyoto Protocol has been launched among others including the National Strategy for the implementation of the Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) of the Kyoto Protocol as well as a training programme that enabled the relevant national institutions and potential project proponents to participate and benefit from the global carbon market.

	Capacities of the national and local authorities have been considerably enhanced, and the practice of the integrated approach to strategic planning both at central level has been introduced. The national development plan fully incorporates the development perspectives of equitable and inclusive development, During the reporting period the Government has endorsed two National development plans, and a number of local development plans, of which 7 have been fully reflect the localized MDG targets;

The country has made significant progress in fostering consultative and evidence based planning, During the preparation of the MDG-baseline and mid-point MDG progress report, UNDP has facilitated the dialogue among the main stakeholders in reaching consensus among different sectors and partners in the country regarding the national and local level development agenda, which was further on translated into a number of policy documents and initiatives, such as the UNDP supported National Development Plan, Blue Ribbon report, elaborating the economic and social reform agenda for the country, national Vulnerability report, Strategy on Roma etc. These processes have also encouraged partnerships with the civil society sector and contributed to the establishment of the Civic Platform Coalition. 
CP Outputs:
The UNDP country programme identified two major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a)  MDG and SHD based analytical instruments for monitoring socioeconomic trends at disaggregated level and national capacity to use them established;  and b)  Aid and policy coordination system and donors’ support aligned behind 2015 MDGs
Progress and Achievements:
 At the end of the cycle the key strategic documents elaborating the national development agenda have been develop, taking full consideration of the human development perspectives and the right of the vulnerable. These have resulted in better coordination of the national development agenda, and equally important contributed to better coordination and more efficient management of the foreign aid.

	UNDP Contribution:

UNDP supported local government units in their efforts to strengthen the institutional and human resource capacities that would enable them to competently and efficiently take over transferred mandates and improve good governance practices. This was achieved through development of a comprehensive training support programme; encouraging inter-municipal cooperation for efficient delivery of administrative and public services as well as promotion transparency and accountability at local level, through development and implementation of standardized municipal procedures and adoption of commonly agreed standards of  ethics among municipal officials.
During the reporting period UNDP also provided strategic support to the country in its effort to promote the use of information technology. National authorities were assisted to develop Information Society Strategy and a road map for implementation of the Government’s programme “Computer for every child” which envisaged installation of 100,000 computers for the students in the primary and secondary schools, thus supporting country’s efforts to improve the quality of education and enlarge competitiveness of the youth. Nonetheless, UNDP’s support to promoting ICT for development predominantly focused at local level, thus creating synergies with other programme initiatives aimed to support the ongoing decentralization and poverty alleviation programmes. UNDP assisted the establishment of Information and Communication Technology (ICT)  Centers and Citizens Access points (CAP) throughout the country, as a tool for introducing e-government services at the local level, increasing citizens’ access to public services and offering free of charge training for the unemployed. In addition, UNDP promoted the introduction of open source software solutions, which offers flexible and cost-effective platform for efficient operations and service delivery of local governments. 

During 2007 and 2008, UNDP also assisted the country to strengthen the democratic character of Macedonian elections by promoting women’s electoral rights through reducing to the maximum extent the incidence of family, group and proxy voting during the next elections. Identification and monitoring of the different types of vulnerabilities in the country, aiming at development of data collection and monitoring capacity for evidence-based policy making process. As a result, an Early Warning System was reformulated into People Centered Analysis report, which in 2008 was enriched with additional Quality of life survey. 

CP Outputs: The UNDP country programme identified one output to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. models and practices for integrated human development developed and implemented  through strategic partnerships and ICT based public service,  including e-governance. 
Progress and Achievements: At the end of the cycle,  ICT based models for inter-municipal cooperation were established  in 12  municipalities. These have resulted in reduced costs and more effective service delivery.  Moreover there are early signs of increased tax collection and improved revenues at local level. The Code of conduct for local government administration has been adopted by 70 out of 85 municipal councils.  Additionally UNDP played an important role in bringing together various social actors in the municipalities.  – in both urban and rural municipalities. 13 out of the 19 ICT Centers established with UNDP support joined and established the first ever Association of IT Foundations, which represents the interests of the local communities in the area of ICT for development. Although UNDP’s support to this association ended in 2007, it continues to provide services and training to local businesses and local government units. Additionally, UNDP has supported the establishment of Citizens Access Points (CAP), In collaboration with State Election Commission (SEC), a comprehensive training of 84 Municipal Election Commissions (MEC) has  been organized and a number of advocacy event on issues related to proxy and family voting were organize involving political parties, members of the civil society and academia, religious groups etc. 

Through People Centered Analysis report data collection was supported, enabling better and more targeted analysis on social inclusion. For this purpose, national ownership was fostered through establishment of the partnership with the South East Europe University, for knowledge transfer and capacity strengthening on data collection, analysis and institutionalize knowledge. In addition to the concept of “People-centered” research and analysis, the first report introduces concept/profile of social inclusion, its ethnic dimension and governance. Additional analysis on regional development and Quality of life survey were introduced during 2008 and 2009.

	UNDP Contribution: 
UNDP has provided a continued assistance to the Government of Macedonia in the efforts to control the proliferation of small arms and light weapons in the country. National Strategy for Small Arms Control and subsequently established National Commission has contributed to increased ability of the Government to enforce small arms control policies; Moreover, through the local level interventions, UNDP provided significant impetus to increasing the confidence building  and inter-ethnic dialogue, in the conflict prong-areas
CP Outputs The UNDP country programme identified one output to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. National institutions are strengthened in cross sectoral policies in peace and conflict prevention.

Progress and Achievements At the end of the cycle the National Strategy for Small  Arms Control was developed  and launched and substantive capacity building and awareness raising programme was undertaken. These have resulted in increased ability of national institutions to cope with the problem of enlarged proliferation of illicit weapons during and post 2001 inter-ethnic conflict. Moreover, through the partnership for community safety and security support, citizens, the policy and other local actors were able to foster dialogues, identify and address the root causes if the personal insecurity In their respective communities

	UNDP Contribution: UNDP Contribution:

UNDP was considered as an agency that is able to provide timely assistance in the emergency situations associated with mining tailings pond failure, floods and wild forest fires. The advantage of UNDP in such conditions is ability to quickly mobilize financial resources, but also its knowledge/expertise. The best example for this in the programming period under consideration is the support provided on assessment of damage of the forest fires that occurred in Macedonia during the summer 2007 and accordingly on early recovery planning which was done in close collaboration with UNEP and the Global Fire Monitoring Centre.  At the same time, this was used a platform for bringing together all key national players from various sectors that have mandate to act during disasters and sudden crises. 

CP Outputs; The UNDP country programme identified one output to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. Integrated and cross sectoral disaster management, crisis and contingency planning and prevention mechanisms in place.
Progress and Achievements UNDP played instrumental role in the institutional strengthening of the Crisis Management Centre in the country. In order to ensure of better coordination of otherwise fragmented system for management of man made and natural disasters UNDP has under-taken a first ever comprehensive review of the existing legislation and relevant planning documents and analysis of the different institutions involved in the crisis management. This have resulted in an institutional and capacity gap analysis and a set of policy recommendations for strengthening the coordination and efficiency in the response to crisis.  UNDP has also managed to facilitate a partnership between the Crisis management Centre and the Red Cross, which is first ever experience in the country two entities responsible for crisis management to coordinate and partner at operational  level

	UNDP Contribution: UNDP Contribution:

UNDP utilized the experience gained in planning at local level and upgraded it in supporting the implementation of the national priorities in the area of the Regional Development Policy, through support of the national planning and its operationalization at regional level. To address the issue of growing territorial disparities and intra and inter-regional inequalities, UNDP regional bodies to develop regional development plans. In promoting strategic planning both at regional and local level particular attention is being given to promoting and forging partnerships between the public, private and civil-society actors, involvement and integration of the vulnerable in the local development processes  and consensus and social cohesion building among different segments of the society; 
CP Outputs The UNDP country programme identified two outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. a)  Poverty reduction  policies in line with national MDG targets and b) Legislative and regulatory environment to investments, trade and private sector activities, including MSMEs and FDIs.

Progress and Achievements  At the end of the cycle around 20 local development plans were elaborated and utilized in the formulation of the respective Regional Development Plans. . The national institutions were also supported in the wrap-up of the national strategic/planning documentation.
Through PCSS II, SALW control within the country was supported. More specifically, the implementation of the National Small Arms and Light Weapons (SALW) Control Strategy in order to reduce armed violence and contribute towards improved conditions of human security was supported. The capacity of the national authorities in the Government, civil society and other partners working in the field of SALW control interventions was enhanced and effective partnerships built. Additionally, support to the development of an armed violence related statistical database and subsequent analysis, aiming analysis to be used in the National SALW Strategy and the SALW awareness campaign, was provided. 5 safer communities plans in municipalities of Bitola, Gjorce Petrov, Sveti Nikole, Saraj and Vrapcishte with additional activities related to the risky zones were also implemented.

	Unemployment still represents the gravest problem in the country.  In 2008, the unemployment rate was 33.8%, which shows only a marginal improvement compared to 2007. It’s worth noting that some assessments indicate that as much as 40% of the labour force works in the informal economy

	UNDP Contribution: 

UNDP invested much in creation of job opportunities - Initially in short-term job creation, but since 2003 introduced measures that generate sustainable jobs, through "wage-subsidies", promotion of "internships", individual employment plans, vocational education and now in support for "self-employment" and “formalization”. These were undertaken in partnership with the Ministry of Labour and Employment Service Agency - providing direct training (e.g., tours to Bulgaria, Slovakia, regional workshop to share experiences within W. Balkans) and advice. In 2007 and 2008, an emphasis is made in transferring the expertise of UNDP to the Employment Agency. UNDP continues providing implementation support, while building capacities of national institutions to implement such programmes. More specifically, UNDP has provided substantive support to Government efforts to address unemployment at the policy level. Special consideration has been given to assessing the needs and ways for strengthening the assistance towards the vulnerable groups in close collaboration with labour market institutions. The latest was done aiming to improve their performance in designing and implementing ALMMs. The external evaluation of the design of employment programme was done in 2007, resulting in better and more focused approach for implementation of ALMMs for specific target groups. 

CP Outputs The UNDP country programme identified one output to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. Active labour market programmes at local level, for vulnerable groups and communities with high unemployment (especially youth and women) supported through ICT and private sector. partnerships 

Progress and Achievements e.g. At the end of the cycle, more focused programme for addressing the unemployment issue was developed by the national authorities. Employment Service Agency (ESA) and the Ministry of Labour and Social policy (MLSP) were supported in improving and fine tuning of the business model for implementation of Self-employment measure and the measure for formalization of informal businesses. Further development of the mechanisms and procedures for provision of training and re-training was done. Besides providing technical support on a policy level with direct impact on the Governmental Operational Employment Programme, a set of monitoring indicators was developed for all ALMMs active in the plan for 2008. With regard to the employment opportunities created under the employment programme, 1800 were created as a long-term jobs and 500 as short term under the wage-subsidies, vocational education and internships programme (’05-‘07). As of 2007, UNDP assists in implementation of the self-employment measure - to generate 1050 employments and formalization of 120 informal businesses in a two years period. Additionally, 60 candidates were supported with the newly established ALMM measure on training/retraining, bringing together several Governmental institutions such as: Ministry of Labour and Social Policy, Ministry of Education and Science, Ministry of Economy through its Agency for Promotion of Entrepreneurship, Vocational Education Training Center, vocational schools in the region of Skopje and Employment Service Agency.

	UNDP Contribution:
UNDP has provided continuous support in all processes such as strengthening the national institutional and human capacities, policy formulation, resource allocation and monitoring and evaluation. More specifically, UNDP through the UN Theme Group on AIDS supported the preparation of the National HIV/AIDS Strategy 2007-2011 and its Action and Costing plan, formulation of the national Universal Access roadmap. In addition, it technically supported the preparation of the Round 7 HIV Grant proposal (6.8 million Euros) and the country 2008 UNGASS Report for implementation of the Declaration on commitments to HIV/AIDS.
CP Outputs The UNDP country programme identified two outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. a) Increased knowledge of HIV/AIDS prevention in population between 15-49 years old and b) Management capacity for implementation of National HIV/AIDS strategy.

Progress and Achievements e The country has managed to maintain low HIV prevalence as one of the lowest in the region and successfully implemented the “three one” through establishment of one coordination body, one national strategic framework and one monitoring and evaluation plan. The first National HIV/AIDS Strategy from 2003-2007 has been successfully implemented, thus resulted in overall increase in coverage of clients reached and types of HIV/AIDS preventive and treatment services provided. The behavioral studies from 2005 and 2007, in general show slight increase of the knowledge on HIV prevention among most-at-risk populations. However, high-risk behaviors among the same are still present. 

The new National HIV/AIDS Strategy 2007-2011 and its action plan has been developed and set the ground for ensuring Universal Access to prevention treatment, care and support for everyone in need. In addition, further resources have been mobilized through the new Round 7 Global Fund HIV Grant for period 2008-2012.

	The country has adopted four systemic laws in the area of environment, which are fully approximated to the EU legislation, create and enabling legal environment for efficient management of natural resources and protection of the environment on national and local level. These are the Law on Environmental Protection; Law on Waste; law on Nature and Law on Air Quality

	UNDP Contribution:

Due to the historical negligence of environmental considerations in pursuing industrial policies and production practices, industrial pollution and environmental “hot spots” mostly related to the large metallurgical installations, chemical industry and mining represent significant threats for the environment. The key UNDP interventions in this context were focused on two of the “hot spots” that are recognized as threatening the environment, public health and safety, both in local and a trans-boundary context.  Lojane and Bucim Mines were pilots that demonstrated successful measures on reducing the significant risk associated with both non-operational, abandoned mine and an active mine. The main interventions that will be extended in the next programming period are expected to achieve significant improvement of environmental situation and quality of life for citizens living in and around polluted areas through least cost measures, and improved local and national policy dialogue and integration.

CP Outputs The UNDP country programme identified two outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. Policy, institutional , regulatory and financial  capacities in place  for environmental management and energy efficiency and b) Improved ability to monitor state of environment.

Progress and Achievements UNDP has assisted the Government to prepare a National Sustainable Tourism Strategy 2009-2013, which is expected to contribute to greater economic growth while creating incentives for the country’s nature and culture conservation and social empowerment of its citizens. Tourism development potentials in Macedonia are largely based on its cultural and natural heritage and because of this, tourism could be used to effectively increase the country’s financial and social resources for environmental and cultural conservation as well as the overall and local economic revenues. At the same time, the major challenge is to create and promote attractive tourism products while mitigating potential negative impacts such as environment and social degradation caused by a lack of proper regulation in tourism.  The Strategy was developed in partnership with the World Tourism Organization and the Ministry of Economy.

	UNDP Contribution:

Significant progress has been made in enhancing the capacities for integrated watershed management at local, national and trans-boundary level through series of capacity development and advisory interventions on ecosystem oriented approaches to spatial planning, water use management, agriculture, forest and fishery management, waste management, conservation and protected area management. A number of assessments and analytical studies have been developed in each of the respective areas providing practical recommendations and solutions for action.  

As a result of UNDP support, the solid waste management systems in the Prespa watershed was expanded to most of the 34 rural communities thus making the Municipality of Resen one of the few municipalities in the country which provides such service on its whole territory. Given that Prespa region is famous for apple production, some of the key interventions that were implemented in the watershed were aimed at promotion of environmentally friendly agriculture practices. Extensive capacity building pogramme resulted in establishment of a Union of Apple Producers that is responsible for management and maintenance of agrochemical laboratory and pest diseases monitoring system provided. The Union is providing various services to the farmers as well as dissemination of information and knowledge sharing with other interested parties. Its activities are contributing to reduction of agricultural run-off and pollution of the Prespa Lake by decreased use of agrochemicals and improved irrigation techniques. Additionally, restoration of water courses in some of the largest water flows has been improved 
CP Outputs The UNDP country programme identified one output to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. Capacities for trans-boundary cooperation strengthened,   mechanisms on watershed management supported and community outreach programmes developed and implemented.
 Progress and Achievements 
UNDP played an important role in drawing on both GEF and non-GEF funding resources, and coordination and effective collaboration with other donors present in the Prespa watershed to achieve national and global environmental benefits.   Prespa region is also used as a demonstration of successful link between the full size GEF projects and the GEF Small Grants Programme. The support provided to the NGOs from the Prespa facilitated the scaling up of systems for monitoring of the pest diseases on the whole region.

The Prespa Park project shall also serve as a model for successful partnership and collaboration between the neighboring countries, national and local government, NGOs, and donors, and its best practices could be replicated in other regions that share international waters.  Monitoring and Conservation Group and Water Management Group have been established as a platform for discussion and endorsement of priority actions and measures on trans-boundary level..

	The country has prepared two National Communications on Climate Changes, which considerably contributed to strengthening of reporting capacities of the Ministry of Environment, the Green House Gasses Inventory has been established and updated; monitoring of the progress against MDG 7 on environment ensured both through the national MDG baseline report of 2005 and the mid-point MDG progress report from 2008

	During 2005-2009 UNDP has commissioned a number of assessments, reports and studies, which contributed to strengthening country’s capacities to address environmental challenges and to meet the reporting obligations emanating from the ratified global environmental conventions, thus directly contributing to  fulfillment of  standards and requirements related to implementation of the EU directives in the filed of environment. Country has made a significant progress towards developing a national policy framework for promoting clean energy practices to mitigate climate change and increased access to financing for sustainable energy especially through the Clean Development Mechanism. Capacity for data collection and processing for reporting purpose in this area were improved as well.  With UNDP support the first-ever analysis of the socio-economic aspects and possible risks of the climate change on the most vulnerable sectors (water, agriculture, forestry and human health) was carried out, and recommendations for activities and measures for minimizing the negative impacts and threats have been proposed. Following the recommendations from the World Tourism Organization, the impact of the climate changes on the tourism sector. 
UNDP has also supported the country to create an enabling environment for accessing innovative mechanisms for the development and commercialization of emission reduction projects through assistance provided for establishment of an appropriate legal and institutional framework to implement the Kyoto Protocol, and strengthened capacities of the country to benefit from the global carbon market..

Following the Kyoto Protocol commitments, during the reporting period, the country has adopted the National Strategy for Clean Development Mechanisms, which among others identifies the areas and CDM projects that have the biggest potential for financing at the global CDM market. 
In the area of biodiversity, UNDP also assisted the Government to create an enabling environment for establishment of protected areas network at the same time contributing to improved planning and management capacities to implement the Convention on Biodiversity. During this programming period, UNDP in partnership with UNEP has also supported national authorities to apply sound management regime of chemicals, thus contributing to the implementation of the relevant international standards for chemicals such as the Stockholm and Rotterdam Conventions. 
CP Outputs The UNDP country programme identified one output to support the Government in achieving this outcome i.e. Capacities to implement the ratified Multilateral Environmental Agreements/Protocols improved;

Progress and Achievements At the end of the cycle the Country Programme Outcome target was achieved. The National Strategy and Action Plan for strengthening capacities for global environmental management; National Plan on Combating Desertification and Mitigation of Draught Effects and the Second National Report to the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change, which also includes an inventory of greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions were  developed and launched. The National Strategy for Clean Development Mechanisms contributed to creating an enabling environment for stimulating investments in clean technologies and thus promoting national sustainable development practices.  Additionally UNDP played an important role in supporting national authorities to bring together bilateral donors,  international organizations and agencies in  discussing the environmental priorities of the country
