Item 2
Financial, budgetary and administrative matters
The report on the annual review of the financial situation, building on the financial information provided to the Executive Board throughout the year, undertakes a comprehensive review and analysis, from the financial perspective, of UNDP activities at the global and aggregate levels. The overview assesses the performance of the organization against the various sources for programming: regular resources, other resources, and UNDP-administered funds. The Executive Board may wish to adopt a decision, elements of which are contained in the report.

In accordance with Governing Council decision 81/34, the Administrator is required to present, on an annual basis, a report on the technical cooperation information of the entire United Nations system. Its purpose is to examine regular and extrabudgetary expenditure financed from sources other than UNDP, UNFPA, the United Nations Children’s Fund and the World Food Programme, and contributions received to finance technical cooperation activities, as well as to examine the expenditures and contributions data reported by the four organizations. The Executive Board may wish to take note of the report.

As requested by the Executive Board at its annual session 2009, UNDP will present a report on the methodology and approach for the UNDP biennial support budget, 2010-2011. The report will present the key drivers and rationale of the proposed cost realignment, inter-agency results-based budget harmonization and baseline, UNDP cost classification benchmarking, and integration of cost recovery elements and proportionality into the next biennial support budget, which will be presented to the Executive Board for approval at the first regular session 2010.

Item 3
Evaluation
As requested by the Executive Board in its decision 2006/20, the Board will have before it the independent review of the UNDP evaluation policy. The policy aims to establish a common institutional basis for the evaluation function in UNDP and seeks to increase transparency, coherence and efficiency in generating and using evaluative knowledge for organizational learning, managing for results and supporting accountability. The review assessed the performance of the evaluation function since the approval of the policy and the extent to which the organization has responded to its requirements. It covered the period from June 2006 to February 2009 and included UNDP and its associated funds and programmes and all UNDP-managed programmatic interventions. The review contains recommendations for further improvements, including revision of the current evaluation policy. The Executive Board may wish to take note of the key findings and recommendations.

The joint evaluation of the cooperation agreement between the United Nations Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) and UNDP was undertaken in response to the requirement of the UNIDO Industrial Development Board to assess the performance of the agreement, signed in September 2004. The objective of the evaluation was to assess the extent to which the work carried out under the agreement succeeded in achieving the goals specified in it. In 2006, the UNDP Evaluation Office and the UNIDO Evaluation Group undertook a midterm assessment of the progress in the implementation of the cooperation agreement which was presented to the Executive Board at its first regular session 2007 (document DP/2007/7). The present evaluation builds on the previous study, and focuses on the period between 2006 and 2009 to present evidence and findings on past performance as well as recommendations for future steps to be taken by both organizations. The evaluation will be accompanied by a management response.

The document also presents a request for a one-year extension of the HDI phase 4 until 2011, and a request to revise the Administrator’s authorization to allocate core resources and mobilize non-core resources the for the period 2008-2011. United Nations Capital Development Fund

In its decision 2008/21, the Executive Board requested the United Nations Capital Development Fund (UNCDF) to report on the implementation of its cost recovery policy at the second regular session 2009.  With the agreement of the Board, the presentation of the report has been postponed to the first regular session 2010, to coincide with the presentation of the UNDP biennial support budget, 2010-2011.  At the current session, UNCDF will report on its cost recovery approach based on three principles: (i) alignment with UNDP cost recovery policy and harmonization with the UNDG cost principles; (ii) moving towards a more equitable burden-sharing of management costs from regular and extra-budgetary resources; and (iii) ensuring effective allocation of extra-budgetary resources to improve programme delivery.
Item 6
United Nations Office for Project Services

The UNOPS strategic plan, 2010-2013, of the United Nations Office for Project Services (UNOPS) focuses and articulates the organization’s role as a provider of management services that contribute significantly to United Nations peacebuilding, humanitarian and development operations. Guided by a set of core values and principles, the strategic plan identifies high-level goals to which UNOPS will contribute and the anticipated demand for its services. The Executive Board may wish to approve the strategic plan and the proposals therein.

In its resolution 39/220 of 1984, the General Assembly established the need for recurrent reporting of statistical data on procurement undertaken by organizations of the United Nations system engaged in operational activities. As of 2008 and pursuant to Executive Board decision 2007/38, the Executive Director of UNOPS has assumed the responsibility of compiling and submitting this report. The 2008 report features a supplement on sustainable procurement providing an overview of the international debate, case studies and contributions from practitioners and international experts. In addition, the report features a trend analysis of
United Nations procurement from developing countries and countries with economies in transition.

Item 10
Financial, budgetary and administrative matters

It also incorporates efficiency gains in several areas that UNFPA identified in response to Executive Board decision 2008/6.
