UNDP strategic plan, 2008-2011 (continued)
1. The President reconvened the session for an extraordinary sixth day following intensive consultations on agenda item 3. He began by presenting for consideration a draft decision on the UNDP strategic plan, 2008-2011. The Board then adopted decision 2007/32. 

2. In remarks on behalf of the Administrator, who was attending to previously scheduled commitments abroad, the Associate Administrator acknowledged the challenge of reaching agreement on the strategic plan and thanked delegations for their commitment to UNDP. He confirmed that senior management would follow fully the directives of the strategic plan, including amendments and improvements to the document, in operationalizing the plan and in issuing guidance to country offices. He committed to issuing an updated version of the strategic plan, reflecting all provisions of the current decision, prior to the first regular session of the Executive Board in January 2008.

3. Delegations were pleased to have arrived at a consensus on the decision and praised the consultative process. They pledged to cooperate in ongoing efforts to improve the plan. Some took the floor to underscore the crucial role of UNDP in promoting United Nations norms, standards, principles and ideals, as prescribed by its mandate. Many emphasized the importance of national ownership and respect for sovereignty in development interventions at the country level.  

4. The President assured delegations that full transcripts of the statements delivered upon adoption of decision 2007/32 be included as an annex to the report of the second regular session 2007. The President then declared the session closed.
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
