Provisional annotated agenda and timetable

	
The agenda for the annual joint meeting of the Executive Boards of UNDP/UNFPA, UNICEF and WFP has been prepared by the secretariats of the four agencies, in close consultation with their respective bureaux. In drafting this agenda, the secretariats have noted suggestions by delegations that introductory presentations for all agenda items be as brief as possible, to allow adequate time for dialogue between  delegations, panellists and other technical representatives taking part in the meeting.




Annotated provisional agenda

1. HIV/AIDS: orphans and women


Chair: President, UNICEF Executive Board


The discussions will focus on the areas of children affected by HIV/AIDS, and women and HIV/AIDS. The objectives of the session will be to: (a) provide Executive Board members with an overview; (b) highlight the priority issues of care, support and treatment for infected children and their parents; and the role of gender inequality in fuelling the pandemic; and (c) have a dialogue with delegations on programming in these areas.   


2. Gender


Chair: President, UNDP/UNFPA Executive Board

The discussion will focus on policy frameworks on gender mainstreaming in all the agencies, including translation of policies to programmes; gender expertise; resource allocation; and issues of accountability, including tracking progress, monitoring and evaluation, indicators, and getting and using feedback. The objectives of the session will be to: (a) report on progress made in those areas; and (b) have a dialogue with delegations on requirements for effective gender-mainstreaming.

3. Simplification and harmonization


Chair:
President, UNDP/UNFPA Executive Board

The discussions will focus on progress in the areas of: (a) common country programming (e.g., the UNDAF results matrix, joint programming and evaluation); (b) resource transfer modalities; and (c) common services and premises. The session will also seek to place these UNDG initiatives in the larger context of OECD/DAC harmonization initiatives, particularly follow-up to the Rome declaration. The session will also aim to begin a dialogue with Executive Board members on the implementation of the General Assembly resolution on the triennial comprehensive policy review  adopted during the Assembly’s fifty-ninth session.

4. Issues related to the transition from relief to development

Chair: President, WFP Executive Board

Discussions will focus on progress made by the Working Group on Transition Issues and highlight challenges for the United Nations system in relation to transitions including those posed by the Tsunami crisis.  The Report of the United Nations Development Group (UNDG)/Executive Committee on Humanitarian Assistance (ECHA) Working Group on Transition Issues will serve as background for the discussion.
