Item 2
Financial, budgetary and administrative matters
The report on the biennial budget estimates 2006-2007 contains UNDP budget proposals and related estimates for the biennium 2006-2007 for UNDP, UNIFEM and UNCDF, with UNCDF budgetary requirements mainstreamed into the UNDP budget. It forms part of, and underpins, the multi-year funding framework, 2004-2007.

The United Nations reform agenda of the Secretary-General remains the driving force behind the strategy for the 2006-2007 budget. The proposals align resources behind a strategy in which key areas of focus are: (a) strengthening UNDP coordination role in the United Nations development system; (b) enhancing organizational capacity, efficiency, performance, accountability and results; (c) cost containment and improving the proportionate share between regular and other resources of UNDP organizational capacities; and (d) strengthening advocacy and outreach for the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs).
The Executive Board may wish to approve the biennial budget estimates for 2006-2007 and adopt decisions, elements of which are contained in the document.

The report on the annual review of the financial situation, building on the financial information provided to the Executive Board throughout the year, undertakes a comprehensive review and analysis from the financial perspective of UNDP activities at the global and aggregate levels. The overview assesses the performance of the organization against the various sources for programming:  regular resources, other resources and UNDP-administered funds. It should be noted that UNDP has achieved the first annual funding target (2004) of its second multi-year funding framework (MYFF), and that a stable, adequate base of regular resources remains within reach, provided that Member States increase their funding efforts over the full period of the MYFF.
The Executive Board may wish to take note of the above report and adopt a decision, elements of which are contained in the report.

In accordance with Governing Council decision 81/34, the Administrator is required to present, on an annual basis, a report on the technical cooperation information of the entire United Nations system.  Its purpose is to examine regular and extrabudgetary expenditure financed from sources other than UNDP, UNFPA, UNICEF and WFP, and contributions received to finance technical cooperation activities, as well as to examine the expenditures and contributions data reported by the four organizations.

Item 3
Evaluation

The evaluation of gender mainstreaming in UNDP was undertaken to identify gaps and further strengthen the UNDP approach to gender mainstreaming. The evaluation assessed the overall performance of UNDP in gender mainstreaming and the promotion of gender equality, the results achieved, the partnerships established, and the organizational policy of gender balance, as well as issues of capacity, resources and approach.  The scope covers four specific areas: (i) commitment to, and advocacy of, gender mainstreaming and gender equality on the part of UNDP; (ii) the translation of this commitment into UNDP programmes and projects; (iii) the reflection of gender mainstreaming and gender equality in the organization itself; and (iv) the nature of strategic partnerships forged to promote gender mainstreaming and gender equality. The summary of the evaluation is submitted to the Board with a view to presenting the final report and the management response for full discussion in January 2005.
The evaluation of the second regional cooperation framework (RCF) for the Arab States (2002-2005) was undertaken to assess the development effectiveness of UNDP efforts to support human development outcomes and reduce poverty at the regional level. The evaluation was intended to: (a) assess the achievement of the intended organizational goals and development results, highlighting key results of outputs and outcomes, lessons learned and good practices both as they relate to the specified programme goals of UNDP and in relation to broader national strategies in the region; (b) assess the performance of the RCF and specify the development results achieved in the area of policy advice, capacity development, partnerships and knowledge management; (c) ascertain how the RCF has contributed to strategically positioning UNDP to establish its comparative advantage as a major upstream global policy advisor for poverty reduction and sustainable human development and as a knowledge-based organization in the region; and (d) develop recommendations for the design of the next regional programme. The executive summary presents the key findings of the independent evaluation and recommendations on the strategic focus, management and modalities that the next regional programme may adopt.

United Nations Office for Project Services

The UNOPS action plan report, submitted pursuant to Executive Board decision 2005/6, provides two alternative courses of action for UNOPS to restore the future viability of its operations as a self-financing, independent service provider in the United Nations system. Option one sees UNOPS as a complex operations management and full-service implementation entity, working in partnership with national counterparts to deliver results for countries and clients, primarily in post-conflict and emergency response situations, and also in other developing countries where requirements are high for infrastructure development, complex operations management and related capacity-building support. Option two sees UNOPS as a full-range service provider, catering to the wider United Nations system, international financial institutions and host governments, as per its current service provision mix, but with significant rationalization of systems and services, providing individual and multiple support services. Both scenarios entail reduction of the fixed cost base of UNOPS and the introduction of new service pricing mechanisms.
