Item 2
Financial, budgetary and administrative matters
The report on the annual review of the financial situation, building on the financial information provided to the Executive Board throughout the year, undertakes a comprehensive review and analysis, from the financial perspective, of UNDP activities at the global and aggregate levels. The overview assesses the performance of the organization against the various sources for programming: regular resources, other resources and UNDP-administered funds. The Executive Board may wish to adopt a decision, elements of which are contained in the report.

In accordance with Governing Council decision 81/34, the Administrator is required to present, on an annual basis, a report on the technical cooperation information of the entire United Nations system. Its purpose is to examine regular and extrabudgetary expenditure financed from sources other than UNDP, UNFPA, UNICEF and WFP, and contributions received to finance technical cooperation activities, as well as to examine the expenditures and contributions data reported by the four organizations. The Executive Board may wish to take note of the report.

The Board will also have before it for information the statistical report of IAPSO, which provides consolidated statistics on United Nations system procurement for 2006.
The Executive Board will have before it proposed amendments to UNDP financial regulation 23.01 and rule 123.01 (a) regarding ex-gratia payments. Proposed amendments were shared with internal and external auditors, who expressed no objection to the changes. The Board will also have before it the report of the Advisory Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions on the subject. The Board may wish to approve the proposed amendments.
In addition, the Board will have before it an update on the activities of the Inter-Agency Procurement Services Office for the biennium 2006-2007.

Item 4
Country programmes and related matters

The UNDP global programme, 2009-2011, is designed to streamline policy approaches of UNDP across its mandated areas and facilitate two-way communication between local and global actors. It will play a vital role in the implementation of the UNDP strategic plan – strengthening the ability of country offices to respond quickly and effectively while using global engagement to identify opportunities, resources and innovations that can help countries address multi-faceted development challenges. The programme being presented builds on the recommendations of the evaluation of the third global cooperation framework, and reflects issues raised in broad-based consultations, including with members of the Executive Board and development partners. The Board may wish to approve the global programme.

Under this item, the Board will also be asked to: (a) approve a second one-year extension of the country programme for Burundi and a third one-year extension of the country programme for Lebanon; and (b) comment on the draft country programme documents, submitted under this agenda item, prior to their finalization.
