The DOS report (available on the website at http://www.unfpa.org/exbrd) considers the achievements resulting from the strategy with particular attention to UNFPA contribution to and influence on inter-agency coordination efforts, the effectiveness of capacity-building initiatives undertaken and the extent of mainstreaming of humanitarian response in UNFPA programming.
